NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, pursuant to Idaho Code §42-3229, that the Board of Directors of the Payette Lakes Recreational Water and Sewer District, Valley County, Idaho, will hold a PUBLIC HEARING for consideration of the proposed budget for the fiscal year that begins December 1, 2025, and ends November 30, 2026, on WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 20, 2024 at 9:00 am, or as soon thereafter as the matter may be heard, at which time any interested persons may appear and be heard.
